• Joan Miro  

Using these artists as inspiration, children will 

explore, use and refine a variety of tools, 

materials and artistic effects to express their 

ideas and feelings.  

Opportunities will be available for children to 

explore their artist expression by returning to and 

building on their previous learning, refining ideas 

and developing their ability to represent them.  

Children will have opportunities across the 

classroom to encourage creating 

collaboratively – sharing ideas, resources, and 

skills. For example, creating a sculpture together 

in the construction area, or collaborating to 

retell a story in the role play area.  

 

 

Nursery:  

Create closed shapes with continuous 

lines, and begin to use these shapes to 

represent objects. We will continue to 

encourage children to draw as part of 

their daily play and with increasing 

complexity and detail, such as 

representing a face with a circle and 

including details. Children will be asked 

questions about their drawings, so they 

can begin to describe what they are 

representing in their drawing, such as 

representing ideas like movement or 

loud noises. 

 

Reception

Kandinsky. Children will explore shape 

and colour, including learning about 

primary colours and experimenting with 

colour mixing to create their own art 

inspired by Kandinsky.
